e Lenape Park LED Sign
o Lauren gave an update on the status of the LED sign. Currently in the permitting
stage, waiting on signed and sealed drawings to send.
e 2022 DCED Grant Applications
o Lauren gave an update on the 2022 DCED grant applications that Borough
applied for. The Borough was awarded $99,210 through the LSA grant for the
pedestrian bridge in Lenape Park. The Borough was not awarded the MTF grant
for the Park Avenue project. The Borough has already been looking into other
funding opportunities for Park Avenue.
