Since the program started in 1998, over 
50,000 Bucks County residents have kept 
over 4.7 million pounds of hazardous ma-
terials from going to the landfill. This in-
cludes 1.6 million pounds of obsolete 
electronics.  

Since  2004 Bucks, Chester, Delaware, 
and Montgomery Counties; along with the 
City of Philadelphia have cooperatively 
collected over 13 millions pounds. Almost 
half of that total was computers and elec-
tronics.

If improperly discarded, household prod-

ucts containing toxic chemicals, like pes-

ticides, oil-based paints, solvents, clean-

ing products, weed killers, and automo-

tive batteries can be a threat to people 

and the environment. Never throw these 

materials into the trash, as the toxic 

chemicals may harm sanitation workers, 

or result in fires in collection vehicles. It 

is also not safe to pour them into a sink 

or storm drain as they can end up in the 

environment polluting the air, water, or 

soil. 

 

What can you bring? 

Up to 25 gallons or 220 pounds of haz-

ardous products. Read the label! Haz-

ardous products will have cautionary 

words on the label. For example: Dan-

ger, Warning, or Caution. Other words or 

phrases that can signal hazardous prod-

ucts include: poisonous, hazardous, 

combustible, flammable, corrosive, vola-

tile, caustic, irritant, explosive, toxic, use 

with adequate ventilation, or avoid inhal-

ing. If there are no words indicating it is 

a hazardous product, it likely isnôt.

Typical ACCEPTABLE items  

include: 
Oil-based paint  Paint thinner 

Varnish   Kerosene 

Gasoline   Oil 

Pesticides  Mercury 

Pool Chemicals  Ammonia 

Auto Batteries  Weed Killer 

Rechargeable, Lithium Propane Tanks (20 lbs. Or less)

Household Hazardous Waste 

**Mix latex paint  with ñkitty litterò or other absorbent 

(vermiculite, shredded newspaper, or shop ñoil-dryò 

absorbent). This can be done in the paint can itself if you 

have only a quart or so in the can, or in a plastic tray. Mix 

2 to 4 cups of absorbent into each quart of paint. After the 

absorbent has soaked up the paint and it is no longer a 

liquid, dump it onto a couple of layers of newspaper, wrap 

it up and place it in a plastic trash bag and dispose of it in 

your regular waste pick-up. If you mixed the absorbent 

into the paint right in the can, simply place the open can 

and its non-liquid contents into a trash bag for disposal. 

With advances in technology many people are 

finding that their computer has become obso-

lete, and when purchasing a new computer 

soon discover that no one wants their old one. 

This is unfortunate, because virtually all of the 

parts of a computer (leaded glass, plastic, 

metal, and precious metals) are recyclable and 

some are hazardous. Many people have old 

computers stored in their homes, simply taking 

up space, because they are unsure of what to 

do with them. This year everyone will have an 

opportunity to take their old computers to the 

computer recycling events, being held in con-

junction with each of the Bucks County house-

hold hazardous waste collection events.
